To circumvent the required notification by the head of any such Executive Branch department, agency, board, commission, or office to the Inspector General (or senior ethics official for any entity without an Inspector General), of the date, location, and number of employees attending such a conference.

The terms defined in 10 C.F.R. § 600.3 apply to this Award, unless otherwise defined in Appendix A.  If a term is not defined in Appendix A or 10 C.F.R. § 600.3, DOE reserves the right to add a definition to Appendix A.


[bookmark: _Toc306348268]ARPA-E is the Advanced Research Projects Agency – Energy, an agency within the U.S. Department of Energy.  

[bookmark: _Toc306348269]Award is defined on the first page of Attachment 1 to this Award.
  
Cash contributions are cash expenditures made by a Prime Recipient as contributions toward cost sharing, including expenditures of money that third parties contributed to the Prime Recipient.

[bookmark: _Toc306348270]Contracting Officer means the DOE official who is authorized to execute awards and amendments on behalf of ARPA-E and is responsible for the business management and non-program aspects of the financial assistance process.

[bookmark: _Toc306348272]Cost sharing is the portion of project costs from non-Federal sources that are borne by the Prime Recipient (or non-Federal third parties on behalf of the Prime Recipient), rather than by the Federal Government. 

[bookmark: _Toc306348273]Data means recorded information, regardless of form or the media on which it may be recorded. The term includes technical data and computer software. The term does not include information incidental to administration, such as financial, administrative, cost or pricing or management information.

[bookmark: _Toc306348274]Direct Costs are those that can be identified specifically with a particular final cost objective (i.e., a particular award, project, service, or other direct activity of an organization).

[bookmark: _Toc306348275]DOE is the U.S. Department of Energy. 

[bookmark: _Toc306348276]Equipment is tangible property, other than real property, that has a useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more per unit.

Expenditures are the sum of (i) cash disbursements for direct charges for goods and services; (ii) the amount of indirect expense charged; (iii) the value of third party in-kind contributions applied; and (iv) the amount of cash advances and payments made to any other organizations for the performance of a part of the RD&D effort. 

[bookmark: _Toc306348278]Financial assistance means the transfer of money or property from ARPA-E to a Prime Recipient to carry out a public purpose of support or stimulation authorized by law.  

[bookmark: 2]Grant is the legal instrument used by ARPA-E, in accordance with the Federal Grant and Cooperative Agreement Act of 1977, to transfer of a thing of value to a non-federal recipient to carry out a public purpose of support or stimulation authorized by a law of the United States without substantial involvement between ARPA-E and the non-federal recipient when carrying out the activity contemplated in the grant. 

[bookmark: _Toc306348280]Indirect Costs are those that have been incurred for common or joint objectives and cannot be readily identified with a particular final cost objective (e.g., equipment and capital improvements, accounting or personnel expenses, or operations expenses).

[bookmark: _Toc306348281]In-kind contributions are the value of non-cash contributions made by a Prime Recipient or non-Federal third parties toward cost sharing.  Such in-kind contributions may be in the form of real property, equipment, supplies and other expendable property, and the value of goods and services directly benefiting and specifically identifiable to ARPA-E.

[bookmark: _Toc306348282]Institution of higher education is an educational institution that (i) meets the criteria in section 101 of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. § 1001); and (ii) is subject to the provisions of OMB Circular A–110, “Administrative Requirements for Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-Profit Organizations” (codified at 2 C.F.R. Part 215), as implemented by the Department of Energy at 10 C.F.R. § 600, Subpart B.

[bookmark: _Toc306348284]Limited Rights Data means data (other than computer software) developed at private expense that embody trade secrets or are commercial or financial and confidential or privileged.

[bookmark: _Toc306348285]Nonprofit organization means any corporation, trust, foundation, or institution which is entitled to exemption under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or which is not organized for profit and no part of the net earnings of which inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual (except that the definition of “nonprofit organization” at 48 C.F.R. § 27.301 shall apply for patent matters set forth at 10 C.F.R. §§ 600.136 and 600.325).

[bookmark: _Toc306348286]Program Director is the ARPA-E official who is responsible for managing the technical program carried out under this Award.

[bookmark: _Toc306348287]Project means the set of activities described in the Award that is approved by ARPA-E for financial assistance (whether such financial assistance represents all or only a portion of the support necessary to carry out those activities).

[bookmark: _Toc306348288]Project period is defined in Clause 2 of Attachment 1 to this Award.

[bookmark: _Toc306348289]Property is real property and personal property (e.g., equipment, supplies, and intellectual property), unless stated otherwise.

[bookmark: _Toc306348290]Real property is land, including land improvements and structures.  The term “real property” does not include movable machinery and equipment.
