The BREAKERS Program seeks to fund the development of novel technologies for medium voltage direct current (MVDC) circuit breakers If
successful, innovations in MVDC circuit breakers developed in the BREAKERS Program could enable significant efficiency improvements in the
United States; transforming how electricity is delivered and managed across the entire power grid, in transportation, and other valuable parts of
the economy.

The BREAKERS Program is composed of 8 small-scale research and development projects that will be conducted by universities, non-profit
entities, for-profit entities, and federal laboratories. This Amended Determination adds three (3) projects (listed in Attachment A to this Amended
Determination) to the Programmatic Determination. These 3 projects (Sandia National Laboratories, Eaton Corporation-1521, and Georgia
Institute of Technology) are covered by and fit within the class of actions identified under the DOE Categorical Exclusions identified below and do
not involve any extraordinary circumstances that may affect the significance of the environmental effects of the projects. This assessment was
based on a review of the proposed scope of work and the potential environmental impact of the projects. All project tasks will be conducted in
accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and Local regulatory
