Proposed Action Description:

The MIDAS Program seeks to develop technologies to advance the recovery and reclamation of critical materials (CMs) and other valuable
elements from municipal solid waste incineration (MSWI) ashes. Specifically, MIDAS projects will explore (1) real-time, cost-effective elemental
identification techniques for MSWI ash, (2) economically feasible methods of concentrating and extracting elements that may initially be in low
concentrations in the MSWI ash, and (3) refining technologies for upcycling scrap metals within the waste processing facilities. If successful,
project teams will develop technologies capable of recovering at least 95% of all CMs as pure compounds or as smeltable concentrate, at least
90% of other metallic species within the MSWI ash, and minimize hazardous emissions to air, water, and soil.

The MIDAS Program is composed of 5 small-scale research and development projects that will be conducted by universities, non-profit entities,
for-profit entities, and federal laboratories. This Determination covers all 5 projects (listed in Attachment A). All 5 projects fit within the class of
actions identified under the DOE Categorical Exclusion identified below and do not involve any extraordinary circumstances that may affect the
significance of the environmental effects of the projects. This assessment was based on a review of the proposed scope of work and the
potential environmental impacts of each project. All project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste
management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and Local regulatory requirements.
